Dispensations and their Transitions
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Larkin and Scofield were two main proponents of a seven-dispensation scheme—Innocence, Conscience, Human Government, Promise,
Law, Grace, and Kingdom. However, this is not a Scriptural layout.

Based on the verses provided above, Brother Richard Jordan presents a simpler and (more importantly) a Scriptural view of dispensations
(particular sets of instructions God gives to mankind to obey). The Bible presents five dispensations—Garden of Eden (pre-fall), Promise
(seed of the woman becomes seed of Abraham), Law (Mosaic system), Grace (present-day), and Fulness of Times (God’s Kingdom on
Earth and in Heaven).
